Library Assignment II: Journals and essay collections

All of the work you do in the library today will be focused on your Project Artist and the artist’s location and this location’s musical culture, so that you will be able to use the materials you find today for your project..  At any point along the way if you do not understand the instructions or the goals, make sure you ask the instructor or the librarian so that your time today is spent as efficiently and productively as possible.   

Because research is a process of finding and evaluating resources and information, these instructions have two components: searching and analysis. You will be doing the former today in the library and you will be doing the latter on your blog in the future.

To prepare for your work, you need to know more about the artist, the part of the world the artist is from, that that location’s musical culture.   To that end, at the end of the last library assignment you were asked to evaluate where you are in the research process and determine what else you need to find.  At the end of this assignment, you will find some questions that you will need to be able to answer later in your blog based on the information that you gather today.  Rather than worry about how many resources you need to find, think about being able to answer these questions completely.  Please read them before you begin so you have an idea where you need to go.

You will need to post an annotated bibliography October 7  Please make sure you gather then necessary information for that work today so that you do not need to repeat this work.

Index databases on line.  Your main avenue to finding journal articles is through the many on-line databases that contain both full text and abstracts of articles.   Use all applicable databases.
While full-text databases are nice and handy, many essential articles for your projects are listed in other indexes so you will need to look in several different places and be able to find articles outside of the full-text databases, too. Some databases contain all subjects, some databases focus on music articles.  You will need to use both.  Some databases contain citations for articles from scholarly journals, some contain citations for articles from popular journals, and some contain both.  Full text articles that you can print off from these databases are not considered on-line sources   Your first goal in researching a topic is to find as many resources as you can – the more you find that look like they have relevant information, the better.   

You are searching for information on the musical culture, which means that you will need to find information about the individual components of musical culture that are relevant to your artist and the countries and cultures in which  that artist was raised and now lives.   You will need the full citation information for these, and you will need to know which sources contain information about which components.
